CANNABIS Related Facilities

In cannabis related facilities, you may need a permit from Riverside County Department of Environmental Health (DEH).ullétis vill provide
you information on how to obtain this permit, as well as direct you to other agencies which may require permitting.

There are many local and State agencies that regulate businesses. Permitting requirements vary based on site andgpecdssonditions.
x Contact all relevant city or county agencies (e.g. Planning, Fire, etc.) before operation. hisit/www.calgold.ca.gov/ for permit assistance
x Visit CalCannabis Cultivation Licensinto determine which of the three licensing authorities regulate your operation.

In Riverside County, the Department of Environmental Health, Hazardous Materials Management Branch is the Certified WadradhPAgency (CUPA) whic

oversees hazardous materials and hazardous waste regulation for the county.

What is aHAZARDOUS MATERIAL? Any item or agent which has the potential to cause harm to humans, animals, or the environment, eith

itself or through interactions with other factors.

CULTIVATION & MANUFACTURING

If you STORE or HANDLE hazardous materials, your facility may require a CUPA permit. If your facility
or handles any hazardous material, you must electronically file a Hazardous Materials Business Plan i
